New Regulation Proposal for the
Battenkill

Ken Cox, the Department of Fish
and Wildlife’s District Fisheries Biologist,
has put forth to the Vermont Fish and
Wildlife Board, a proposal which will
effectively eliminate the hatvest of Trout
on the Battenkill River from Dufresne
Pond down to the New York State Line.

Ken Cox is recommending a six-year
ban on the harvest of trout in an effort
to reverse the alarming and unexplained
declines in the River’s trout populations.
This proposal would still allow for
fishing with bait and artificial lures over
the entire Vermont portion of the river.

Chapter Meeting on 8/10/99 to
Vote on Our Chapter’s Official
Position on the Regulation Proposal

In light of the results of the Trout
population studies and the proposed
regulation change on the River, it is
imperative that our Chapter meets to
approve and draft an official document
stating our position on the proposed
regulation change.

We plan to
have an action plan put together with the

help of TU National to mobilize our
efforts.
